In general, the style is a happy
marriage of Chinoiserie, Regency,
Rococo and Art Deco. Materials
and finishes include exotic leathers,
glossy black lacquered timber and
gilding. Glamorous mirrored panels
in geometric patterns help to define
the various living spaces and add
layers of texture and interest.
Furniture, decorative accessories,
decorative lighting and artworks
add the final touches to the eclectic
but harmonious scheme.

The entrance foyer provides a hint
of what's to come. This space is
defined by a black and gold frame,
a wallpapered panel with ornate
motifs and mirrored panels in a
symmetric arrangement. A large
bronze sculpture and pedestal
complete the picture.

In the dry kitchen and adjacent
dining area, a pair of custom-built
screens with octagonal motifs
endows the space with a strong

presence. Its black and gold colour
scheme is picked up in the dining
chairs and crystal chandelier.

The place settings and tabletop
accessories were carefully selected
to convey an aura of luxury, but
the theatricality of the decoration is
offset by the fluidity of the space.
The setting thus applies itself
equally well to a casual breakfast as
it does to a glamorous dinner party.

The living room continues the black
and gold theme, which recurs in
the recessed ceiling, loose furniture,
rugs and night curtains. On one
wall, a quilted and padded silk panel
is flanked by two mirrored panels.
As a counterpoint to the rectilinear
geometry of the space, the loose
furniture features curvaceous

and inviting forms rather than
straight lines. The arrangement

is cosy, relaxed and informal,
thoroughly suited to an evening of
sophisticated entertainment. >>
